·  What part of plot would describe this section (exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, etc.)?  Explain.

·  This section made me feel ___ (sad, angry, happy, etc).  Explain.

·  Find a quote from this section that stands out to you.  Write the quote, and then explain its significance.

· How would you classify one main character (static, dynamic, round, etc)?  Describe, giving details from the beginning, middle, and end.

·  (For the end) How was the main conflict resolved?  Explain.

· What organizational pattern(s) does the author use in this piece (ex. cause/effect, chronological, etc)?  Why do you think the author chose to use this pattern?

· How does this author’s message connect to other things you’ve read, watched, or experienced?

· Do you agree/disagree with the author’s message?  Why?

· Explain how one aspect of the author’s style (diction, syntax, figurative language, foreshadowing, symbolism, etc.) enhances his or her message.
· Explain how the visual format of the piece helps the reader understand the information.

· How does the author try to persuade the reader to agree/disagree with a specific argument/idea?

· What have you learned from reading this book/section? How might you apply it to your own life?
