Non-Fiction & Research Skills:
· Main Idea & Purpose: be able to identify these in various articles (purpose=entertain, persuade, inform, reflect, etc.)

· Supporting Details: FATREDS (fact, anecdote, testimony, etc.)
· Organizational Patterns: Review compare/contrast, time order/sequence, definition/classification, problem/solution, cause/effect and description; be able to identify signal words for these patterns 
· Text Features: review headings, tables, maps, titles, subtitles, pictures, headings, subheadings, etc. and how they help readers understand information
· Persuasive Appeals: ethos, pathos, and logos—know examples of these and be able to identify them in various advertisements and articles 
· Tone: Be able to pick out tone (author’s attitude) based on evidence in articles, etc.
· Claims/Counterclaims/Rebuttals: Be able to identify these based on evidence in articles
